Exazalnations, .

Distsict Dirvetors, Depury Distriet Dizestors, Asglstant Distwict Directors for Inspesiions,
and Ascistam Digmiet Direotors for Examinations shall enly pexcle for defisred inspoctians,
otherwise parole fato the United Statss, or geant a walver of any documentary requirement ena
easediyacase hasle after all appropriate databasc checks have been completed. Suoh discretion
should be applisd enty in cazes where inndmiscibility is techmcal in naturs (i.0,, documentsry’ or

, paperwork deficiencies), or where the national interest, law enforcement interests, or compelling
hamanitesen eireurdsiahoeg require the suhjert’s eptry imto the United States, and where the
shien 1s Vkely to comply with the tetiuy of the exerelse of discretion.

This autority shall not be delegated, Thiz muidancs docs not change the existing
sratutery and regulstery standards for pareles and docurentas waivers. .
